Day O1: Depart Manchester.

DAY 02 - KLIA AIRPORT — KUALA LUMPUR: On arrival Kuala Lumpur International
Airport you will be welcomed and transfer to Hotel. Then rest of the day free for your own
leisure and others activities. Evening Indian Dinner at local restaurant and overnight stay at
Hotel.

DAY 03 - KUALA LUMPUR: Breakfast at hotel, later go on city tour of Kuala Lumpur,
which includes the King Palace’s, national museum. National mosque, Twin Tower. Then the
evening leave on Noght Cultural tour. That is an invitation to the Malaysia way of life as you
see city with evening activities. We start off with * Sri Mahamariaman temple, the oldest
Hindu Shrine in the city. You will be impressed as you stroll through the lively atmosphere
of * Chinatown’s night market. This is a bargain centre items ranging from cllourful clothing,
mouth-watering delicacies to designer’s items. Continue the nigh tour with a drive to local
restaurant for a sumptuous meal to be followed by a performance of Traditional Malay
dances. Overnight stay at hotel.

DAY 04 - KUALA LUMPUR — GENTING HIGHLAND — KUALA LUMPUR: After breakfast
transfer to Genting Gighland, KL is surrounded by hills and the most famous of the Genting
Highlands. A 90 minutes drive passing through the rolling hills and greenery, Genting
Highland is the highest international class highland at 2,000 meters above sea level and the
only casino found in Malaysia, Singapore, or Thailand. There is a large recreational park,
with facilities designed for the family, to take a break while enjoying the fresh, cool and
crisp mountain air. There is the Amusement Centre, a 16-lane bowling alley, and theatre
and massage parlour. Enjoy a leisurely boat on the lake or take the kids on fun rides. For a
Bird’s eye-view be either long-sleeved batik or long shirt with tie. No jeans, short, sneakers
or slippers and cameras allowed inside the casino. ** Price does not include recreational
activities. Evening Indian Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight stay at Hotel.

DAY 05 - KUALA LUMPUR: After breakfast leave for half day Batu Caves tour. A trip to the
outskirts along the ‘Ambassador Row °‘, Istana Sharif Ali, Malays Villages. Our first stop at
the Royal Selangor Pewter will feature the largest and most modern pewter factory in the
world, reputed internationally for its high quality and craftsmanship. You will be shown the
different processes, such as casting, filling, polishing, soldering, hammering and engraving
during this factory tour. Next we stop at Batik Factory see batik is designed and printed.
The last stop will be at the limestone hills of Batu Caves that comprises three caverns and
several smaller caves. It is the shrine of Lord Murugah, a Hindu deity- a flight of 272 steps
leads up to the temple cave. Another cave called the Museum cave, is filled with images of
deities and murals depicting scenes from the Hindu scruptures. Then in the afternoon is free
for you own leisure and other activities. Evening Indian Dinner at a local restaurant.
Overnight stay at Hotel.



DAY 06 - KUALA LUMPUR - BALI: After breakfast transfer to Lcct Airport to board Air Asia
flight to Bali. On arrival Bali you will be welcomed and transferred to Hotel and rest of the
day free at leisure. Evening Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight stay at Hotel.

DAY 07 - BALI: After breakfast, we leave for a full day tour to Kintamani Lake & Volcano.
The perfect introduction to Bali’'s fascinating culture and handicrafts, picturesque rice field,
traditional villages and a spectacular lake and volcano. We take you to Batubulan to see the
exciting Barong Dance. Continue on through the woodcarving village of Mas. Watch artisans
chipping intricate design from wood blocks. Visit the fantactic 11th century Elephant Cave
(Goa Gajah). Moving into the cool mountains of Kintamani. View Mount Batur with its
ribbons of black lava running down its peak to the valley below. Beside lies the shimmering
lake of Batur. Enjoy lunch in a restaurant providing wonderful views. Our route home stops
at Holy springs which are believed to have magic curative powers. Visit Ubud the artistic
heart of Bali and Celuk the gold and silevr making centre. Dinner and Overnight stay at
Hotel.

DAY 08 - BALI: After breakfast, depart for full day tour to coast- Bedugul & Singaraja.
Leaving the relatively flat rice behind; we drive the steep mountains of Pacung. Vegetation
changes as you continue further into alpine countryside. Moses, creepers and ferns flourish
here. Candi Kuning fruit and flower produces exotic wild orchids, roses and fruits. Reaching
the attractive mountain resort of Bedugul scene Lake Bratan fills the ancient creator of
Mount Batukaru. The delightful temple of Ulun of Danu is dedicated to the Goddess of
Water. Continue north to visit one of the world’s greatest golf courses “Bali Handara Kosaido
Country Club” before reaching the fantastic jungle waterfall of Gitgit. On the north we travel
through the town of Singaraja and lunch at stunning black sand beach of Lovina (lunch is
not included). We return a different route (Pupuan) through coffee plantations and
spectacular terraced rice fields. Dinner and overnight stay at Hotel.

DAY 09 - BALI: After breakfast depart for full day tour to Besakih Temple & Karangasem.
This tour takes you to Besakih Temple at float of Mount Agung, through rice field terraces
and on to Bali’'s scenic East Coast. Stop is Karta Goss, the hall of justice, in clunking. This
dates from the 18th century. Your trip continues up into the mountains, stopping to admire
the view from Bukit Jamul over rice terraces with the sea glistening in the distance. Then
it’s into beach Temple, almost 1,000m above sea level. Besakih is the “Mother Temple” of
Bali and probably originated as a prehistoric sanctuary where offerings were made to the
god of Mount Agung. Back at se level, we visit Tenganan, one of the original Bali “Agra”
villages where traditions have changed little over the centuries. Our drive continues through
the beach resort of Candi Dasa Kusamba, a small fishing village, followed by Goa Lawah
(Bat Cave) where the wall of the cave literally vibrate with thousands of Bats. The cave is
considered to be holy, with shrines and temple protecting to entrance. Dinner and overnight
stay at Hotel.

DAY 10 - BALI - KUALA LUMPUR: After breakfast free at leisure and transfer to Bali
International airport to board your Air Asia for Kuala Lumpur. On arrival you will be
welcomed and transferred to hotel. Then the evening is free for your own leisure and other
activities. Indian Dinner at local restaurant. Overnight stay at Hotel.

DAY 11 - KUALA LUMPUR — KLIA INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT: After breakfast free at
leisure and transfer to Klia International airport to board your flight for your return journey
back home with sweet memory.
